SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS APPLICATIONS

On March 15, 2016, the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) approved (1) a conditional use to
allow aggregate mining operation and inert fill; (2) a preliminary plat for a major subdivision to
combine four parcels into two lots; and (3) a right-of-way vacation on the property.

SUMMARY OF APPLICATION

Background:
The applicant, Ben Frei, is requesting to combine four parcels into two lots. The site is located on

the northwest corner of 88" Avenue and Monaco Street, with frontage on both streets. Currently,
the property is used as a mining operation. General land uses surrounding the site include
industrial, commercial, and agricultural. The immediate surrounding area is zoned C-4 and I-2 to
the east, C-5 to the south, Commerce City to the north and the City of Thornton to the west.



Development Standards and Regulations Requirements:

The subject request is for a major subdivision (final plat) to combine four parcels into two lots.
Currently, three of the parcels are not platted. The northeast parcel, (See Exhibit 1.1), the only
platted lot, was platted as part of the Ramona Gardens Subdivision (see Exhibit 1.5), which was
platted in 1910.

The zoning designation on the property is Agriculture-1 (A-1). Per Section 3-08-01 of the
County’s Development Standards and Regulations, the purpose of the A-1 District is to provide a
rural single-family dwelling district where the minimum lot area for a home site is intended to
provide for a rural living experience. Limited farming uses are permitted including the keeping
of a limited number of animals for individual homeowner’s use. The A-1 district is primarily
designed for the utilization and enjoyment of the County’s rural environment.

Per Section 3-08-07 of the County’s Development Standards and Regulations, the minimum lot
size allowed in the A-1 zoned districts is 2.5 acres and must consist of 150 feet in lot width. The
site plan provided with the application shows proposed Lot 1 of the plat will be approximately
28.11 acres and have 283 feet of lot width. Lot 2 will contain 24.876 acres and have 1,055 feet
of lot width. According to the applicant, the proposed lots may be developed for commercial or
industrial uses in the future.

County records show Lot 1 is within a 100-year floodplain. Section 5-03-02-06 of the County’s
Development Standards and Regulations require any portion of a lot in a proposed subdivision
located within a floodplain to have adequate land area within it for the type of development
allowed by the underlying zone district. Each of the proposed lots consists of more than 2.5
acres of developable area that are outside the floodplain areas on the property; therefore each of
the lots can be developed with the 2.5 acre minimum lot size required for development in the A-
1 zone district.

The subject property is also located within the Mineral Conservation Overlay (MCO) District.
Per Section 3-37 of the Development Standards and Regulations, the purpose of this district is to
establish reasonable and uniform limitations, safeguards, and controls for the conservation and
wise utilization of natural resources and for rehabilitation of excavated land. Land within this
classification is designated as containing commercial mineral deposits of sufficient quantities
where extraction and rehabilitation can be undertaken while still protecting the health, safety, and
welfare of the inhabitants of the area and the County. Land uses within the MCO are supposed to
be restricted sufficiently to allow the extraction of commercial mineral deposits. The Adams
County Mineral Extraction Plan specifies regions of the County where controls for conservation
and utilization of natural resources can occur. Generally, the MCO contains categories of
mitigation measures such as visual impacts, air quality, noise, water safety, wildlife and
vegetation, and on site and off site health and safety. The proposed request to recombine four
parcels into two lots will not impede achieving the goals and purposes of the MCO overlay
district.



Section 5-05 of the Development Standards and Regulations requires Public Land Dedication
(PLD) with the approval of a final plat. The applicant has agreed to pay cash-in-lieu of these
dedication requirements. Per the calculation for school dedication fees outlined in Section 5-05-
04-02 of the County’s Development Standards, and the requirement for parkland dedication
outlined in Section 5-05-05-02-01, the applicant is required to pay $550.58 to satisfy the school
dedication fees and $355.21 for parkland dedication fees. Both of these fees have been paid.

Subdivision Improvements Agreement:

Section 5-04 of the County’s Development Standards and Regulations requires a subdivision
improvement agreement for identified improvements associated with approval of a subdivision.
Such public improvements shall also be constructed in the proposed subdivision prior to the
issuance of any building permits. There are required improvements associated with the subject
request. The required improvements include construction to widen two public streets adjacent to
the site, specifically 88"™ Avenue and Monaco Street. These improvements have already been
constructed and completed, and as well inspected on October 15, 2016.

Future Land Use Designation/Comprehensive Plan:

There are two future land use designations on the property. The western section of the property is
designated as industrial, and the eastern section is designated as Commercial. Per Chapter 5 of
the County’s Comprehensive Plan, Industrial areas are intended to provide a wide range of
employment uses, including manufacturing, warehouses, distribution, and other industries. In
addition, industrial areas may also include supporting uses such as retail and outdoor storage.
For commercial areas, they are intended to serve either neighborhood or regional needs and can
be comprised of a variety of uses, including retail sales, restaurants and other services, and
professional and commercial offices.

The subject property is used for mining, which was approved as a conditional use permit by the
Board of County Commissioners in 2016. Once the proposed extraction use has been completed,
and the property has been filled, the site will be reclaimed into useable land. The proposed final
plat to combine four existing parcels into two lots will not impact the goals of the
Comprehensive Plan or the future land use designation of the property.

Site Characteristics:

The site is 53.17 acres in size. Of the total acreage, 37.25 acres (70%) consists of an existing
mining area, and the remaining 15.92 acres (30%) consists of an existing pond and undeveloped
land.

Compatibility with the Surrounding Area:

The surrounding area to the east and south of the site is zoned C-4 and C-5 respectively, and is
developed as commercial and industrial; specifically, a mix of warehousing, hotel, and retail
establishments. The property located directly west of the site is within the municipal limits of the
City of Thornton. This adjacent property is owned by the City and utilized as a water storage
reservoir. The properties to the north and southwest of the subject site are within the municipal
limits of the City of Commerce City and are used for agricultural and commercial purposes.

The proposed request will combine four parcels into two lots. The existing configuration of the
parcels is not in conformance to the County’s standards; specifically, the northwestern parcel
does not have access to a street. The proposed subdivision will correct this nonconformity. The
proposed plat will promote future redevelopment of the site after the mining operation is
completed, by creating lots that meet the County’s standards and have access along public streets.
The existing mining operation on the property was approved in 2016 through the County’s
conditional use permit process by the Board of County Commissioners.

Staff Recommendation:

Based upon the application, the criteria for approval for a major subdivision final plat, and
a recent site visit, staff recommends approval of this request with 7 findings-of-fact and 1
note:

EXPLANATION OF REQUEST

The Frei-Hatchery Pit is 53+ acres at the northwest corner of 88" Ave. and Monaco St. The smaller
western portion of the site was mined for sand and gravel and then used for a fish hatchery, and the larger
eastern portion was farmland. To the west is the S. Platte River; northwest is a City of Thornton water
storage reservoir; north is also a former gravel pit partially backfilled with inert material; east are Monaco
St., developed commercial land, and 1-76; south are E. 88" Ave. and commercial/light industrial uses; and
abutting southwest corner is a service dog training facility.

Albert Frei & Sons, Inc. plan is mine the property the next 5+ years and backfilling excavated areas with
on-site overburden and imported inert material for another 10+ years. Mining will proceed on the small
western portion by installing a slurry wall and then continue by installing a second slurry wall on the
larger eastern portion to isolate surrounding groundwater from all mining and backfilling. The operation
is expected to generate up to 530+ trips/day during mining and 180 trips/days during the inert filling.
Except for exiting traffic not heading west on 88" Ave using Monaco St. access with a new acceleration
lane, all traffic in and out of the site will use the 88" Ave. access improved with a deceleration lane for
west bound traffic into the property. Operation hours will be 6am-8pm, except for maintenance
operations, emergencies, and government contracts requiring extended operating. Elevations were
approved to bring the property mostly back to prior grades for future uses allowed A-1 zoning, but after
backfilling, most of the property could also accommodate urban uses if future rezoning was approved.

Case #PRC2015-00009 approved 2 Conditional Use approvals for the Mining & Inert Backfilling with
Off-Site Material, and Preliminary Plat to combine the 4 existing parcels into 2 lots and to vacate unused
right of way within the site. Final elevations along the S. Platte River Floodplain will be established by
County/CLOMR FEMA approvals, which results in two final grading plans: one, that raises the western
portion of the property out the 100-year floodplain presently being processed, and one that doesn’t if a
CLOMR isn’t approved. A State of Colorado DRMS Reclamation Permit has also been obtained with a
$809,500 bond to guarantee reclamation.

Mining operations commenced once the acceleration & deceleration lanes were installed and a County
Notice to Proceed issued, but groundwater hasn't been exposed and won’t be until a substitute water
supply plan is approved by the SEO. All mining an backfilling is still subject to all other conditions and
approvals required by County, State and Federal agencies. Some Final Plat submittal requirements were
also completed during the Preliminary Plat process, as explained in the Application Submittals List. A
draft SIA has also been prepared, but shouldn’t be necessary, since the only public improvements required
were acceleration & deceleration lanes already installed prior to commencement of operations on the site.
The submitted Final Plat thus conforms with Preliminary Plat conditions approved in Case#
PRC2015-0009, the County’s Subdivision requirements, complies with the County’s standards and
regulations for aggregate mining and inert filling, conforms with the County’s Comprehensive Plan and
the purposes and intent of all of the County’s applicable regulations, and approval will not adversely
affect the public’s health, safety, and welfare, and the applicant requests approval of the Final Plat.

Improvements shall be completed according to the terms of this
agreement within "construction completion date" appearing in Exhibit "B". The County may
for good cause, grant extension of time for completion of any part or all of improvements
appearing on said Exhibit "B". Any extension of time shall be in written form only.

5. Guarantee of Compliance. Developer shall furnish to the County a cash escrow deposit or
other acceptable collateral, releasable only by the County, to guarantee compliance with this
agreement. Upon completion of said improvements constructed according to the terms of
this agreement, the collateral shall be released. Completion of said improvements shall be
determined solely by the County, and a reasonable part of said collateral may be retained to
guarantee maintenance of public improvements for a period of one year from the date of
completion.

6. Acceptance and Maintenance of Public Improvements. All improvements designated

other public agencies upon acceptance. During the period of one year from and after the
acceptance of public improvements, the Developer shall, at its own expense, make all needed
repairs or replacement due to defective materials or workmanship which, in the opinion of
the County, shall become necessary.

Public Service Company of Colorado’s (PSCo) Right of Way & Permits Referral Desk has reviewed the
final plat for Frei-Hatchery Pit. To ensure that adequate utility easements are available within this
development, especially for future potential development of the lots, PSCo requests minimum 10-foot
wide dry utility easements dedicated on private property along:

- the lot line between Lots 1 and 2
- the north side of both lots
88" within both lots

PSCo also requests that the following language or plat note be placed on the preliminary and final plats
for the subdivision:

Utility easements are dedicated to Adams County for the benefit of the applicable utility
providers for the installation, maintenance, and replacement of electric, gas, television,
cable, and telecommunications facilities (Dry Utilities). Utility easements shall also be
granted within any access easements and private streets in the subdivision. Permanent
structures, improvements, objects, buildings, wells, and other objects that may interfere
with the utility facilities or use thereof (Interfering Objects) shall not be permitted within
said utility easements and the utility providers, as grantees, may remove any Interfering
Objects at no cost to such grantees, including, without limitation, vegetation. Public
Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) and its successors reserve the right to require
additional easements and to require the property owner to grant PSCo an easement on
its standard form.

Public Service Company also requests that all utility easements be depicted graphically on the
preliminary and final plats. While these easements may accommodate certain utilities to be installed in
the subdivision, some additional easements may be required as planning and building progresses.

In addition, 31-23-214 (3), C.R.S., requires the subdivider, at the time of subdivision platting, to provide
for major utility facilities such as electric substation sites, gas or electric transmission line easements and
gas regulator/meter station sites as deemed necessary by PSCo. While this provision will not be required
on every plat, when necessary, PSCo will work with the subdivider to identify appropriate locations. This
statute also requires the subdivider to submit a letter of agreement to the municipal/county commission
that adequate provision of electrical and/or gas service has been provided to the subdivisions.

BACKGROUND:

The Finance Department has been evaluating the purchasing policies as part of our effort to
continuously improve while keeping in place internal controls to protect the integrity of the
process. We listened to feedback and have identified several changes to clarify language and
added items as required. Our policies include a provision of their periodic review for potential
changes.

Staff has prepared amendments to the Adams County Purchasing Policies and Procedures
Manual, Travel & Meal Expense Policy #1120. The Executive Leadership Team, Finance
Director, Accounting Manager and Procurement and Contracts Manager were present when the
draft policies were presented to the Board of County Commissions in a Study Session on March
13, 2018. By policy, the amendments were also sent to the Department Directors and Elected
Officials for their review and comments.

POLICY:

To establish guidelines relating to the accounting, control, reporting, and reimbursement of travel
expenses incurred by Adams County employees, including Elected Officials and eligible volunteers,
while doing business for Adams County. Employees who need to travel outside the local area shall
get their Supervisor’s approval prior to making any travel arrangements.

PURPOSE:

Eligible Volunteer is a person that has been accepted into a formal Adams County
Volunteer Program.

Local Travel Expenses shall be those incurred while conducting Adams County business in
Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Douglas, Jefferson, Broomfield, Weld, and Denver counties.
Non-Local Travel Expenses shall be those incurred while conducting Adams County
business outside of the Local travel counties, as defined above, but within the United
States.

International Travel Expenses are those expenditures that are incurred by employees and
Elected Officials while conducting necessary business on behalf of Adams County outside
the United States. If planning on using your Procurement Card (P-Card) please contact the
P-Card Administrator prior to travel for proper authorization.

Per Diem Expenses include: meals; tips; non-alcoholic beverages and other incidental
expenses. Transportation and lodging are not Per Diem Expenses. Per Diem Expenses are
based on the federal guidelines which can be accessed by state, city, county or zip code on
the Internet at: http://www.gsa.qov/portal/cateqory/21287 (see meals and incidental
rates in ME&I column). For the applicable ME&I rate see breakdown of breakfast, lunch,
dinner and incidentals. For international travel, Per Diem Expenses can be accessed on
the u.S. Department of State’s website at:
https://aoprals.state.gov/web920/per_diem.asp .

Reimbursable Expenses are those expenses that are incurred by employees and Elected
Officials of Adams County while conducting necessary business on behalf of Adams County
outside of their normal work environment. These expenses must be reasonable and
documented in accordance with this policy.




1.7. Non Reimbursable Expenses include: personal gifts; travel insurance; non-business
entertainment; personal expenses (laundry, clothing, books, spas etc.), movie rental or
theater tickets; any unreasonable expense as defined by the employee’s supervisor.

1.7.1. Any non-reimbursable expenses incurred must be paid back, timely, to Adams
County by the employee.

1.8. Travel Advances can be obtained for Per Diem Expenses only, and only with the
employee’s, Elected Official’s, Departmental Director’s or their designee’s written
approval. Whenever possible, Travel Advances should be submitted ten (10) business
days in advance of the travel date.

2. Ground Transportation for Travel:

2.1. Employees will be reimbursed for reasonable transportation to Denver International
Airport or other Colorado airports in accordance with their normal mileage
reimbursement method (no additional compensation will be given to employees who
receive a vehicle stipend).

2.2. Adams County will pay for reasonable transportation between the airport and the
destination hotel in other cities.

2.3. Use of a rental car is permissible when necessary for a business purpose.

2.3.1. Rental cars should only be utilized when public transportation is not reasonable or
is cost prohibitive.

2.3.2. Use of a rental car requires pre-approval of the Elected Official or Department
Director.

2.3.3. Rental car insurance shall be purchased at time of rental.

2.3.4. Rental cars may be charged to P-Cards.

2.3.5. If the employee plans to use the vehicle for personal use for more than de minimis
use (or extended days), a personal rental must be arranged or the additional cost
must be reimbursed back to the County.

2.3.6. Other modes of transportation:

2.3.6.1. Reasonable taxi and other third party ground transportation methods are
allowable in the departure location and/or the destination location.

3. Mileage, Rental Cars and other Ground Transportation:

3.1. Reimbursement for Personal Car Mileage is based on the standard established by the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS). It is the responsibility of the Elected Official or Department
Director to obtain proof that any employee required to use a motor vehicle in their work
has a valid Driver’s License and proof of adequate insurance before being allowed to drive
anywhere on Adams County business.

3.1.1. Employees must fill out the Mileage Reimbursement Report, obtain their Elected
Official, Department Director, or Supervisor approval and submit the sheet to
Finance Department in order to receive payment for their mileage.

Mileage Reimbursement Reports must be submitted for payment at least quarterly
(90 days from date of travel) or more frequently as required by the Elected Official
or Department Director.

A portion of the automobile expense reimbursement is to cover the cost of
personal automobile insurance. The minimum insurance required shall be based on
the State of Colorado requirements.

Business mileage is the travel an employee incurs beyond normal commute mileage
(from home to the office and home again). Employees may request reimbursement
for any business mileage incurred. If the distance to the business event is less than
your normal commute, then mileage is not reimbursable. See Appendix O for
clarification.

Employees may request reimbursement for mileage directly to/from the airport for
travel that requires an overnight stay based on when and where the employee’s
travel status begins and ends, without subtracting normal commute miles.

3.2. Reasonable tolls for business purposes will be reimbursed to the employee. Tolls may be
reimbursed when their use is determined to be necessary and advantageous to Adams
County by the supervisor. Having an ExpressToll account results in a 20% savings on tolls
and is advantageous to Adams County. Employees who regularly use toll roads are
encouraged to obtain a personal ExpressToll Account to save taxpayer dollars.

3.3. Automobiles supplied by Adams County to regular employees and key employees are
based on Internal Revenue Service’s regulation 15B Employee Tax Guide to Fringe
Benefits, available at http://www.irs.gov/pub/irs-pdf/p15b.pdf . Certain Key Employees
(as defined by the IRS) may be exempt from taxation due to the nature of their position,
such as certain emergency response requirements.

4. MEALS

Regular employees will be governed by the Commuting Rule Mileage provision.

Travel involves any stay outside the local travel area, as defined in Section 1.2.
Employees will not be reimbursed for meals provided at the conference/event.

An agenda, or other documentation, for the conference/event shall be attached to
any request for reimbursement.

Employees may be compensated for meal costs during travel, through per diem
reimbursement.

Adams County will pay the per diem rate established by the General Services
Administration (GSA) for each meal as that rate is deemed substantiated by the IRS,
less meals provided at the conference/event, as noted in 5.1.2.



4.1.6. Employees will be compensated for meals during business related travel time.
Adams County will use the Maximum Rate Per Diem Rate found on the GSA’s
website at http://www.gsa.gov/portal/category/21287

4.1.7. The per diem rate also includes an amount for incidental expenses for overnight
travel. Employees will be reimbursed for the incidental expense amount for each
overnight stay of travel.

4.1.8. Employees are not required to maintain receipts or otherwise account for the way
that the per diem is spent.

4.1.9. The use of an Adams County P-card for meals is prohibited when a travel Per Diem
Expense reimbursement is issued to any Adams County Employee. In limited
situations, P-cards may be used to purchase travel meals by the Elected Officials,
Department Directors, County Managers (Executive Leadership Team) or Designee
only.

4.2. Local Business Meals:

4.2.1. Local meals include any meal purchased within the area defined in Section 1.2 for
business meetings.

4.2.2. Adams County’s Mission, Vision, Norms and Values should be kept in mind when
choosing to pay for meals out of Adams County funds. Local meals should only be
purchased when there is a legitimate business purpose.

4.2.3. P-Cards may be used for purchase of local business meals.

4.2.4. The P-Card is not to be used for separate meals while attending conferences in the
area as defined in Section 1.2.

4.2.5. Adams County employees must obtain verbal approval from their Elected Official or
Director prior to paying for local meals.

4.2.6. Local meals generally should not exceed the GSA per diem rates, including tip.

4.2.7. Tips shall not exceed 20%.

4.2.8. No alcohol may be purchased.

4.2.9. Employees purchasing local meals must provide a copy of the itemized receipt
(listing specific items purchased). The receipt (or accompanying documentation)
shall also include the following information:
4.2.9.1. The nature of the business meeting.
4.2.9.2. The names of the person(s) whose meal(s) was/were purchased.
4.2.9.3. The date of the meeting.
4.2.9.4. The location of the meeting.

4.2.10. Purchase of meals for Department/Office holiday parties and business meals must
be in accordance with budget and finance approvals for that budget year. The same
information required by Section 4.2.9 shall be provided.

Adams County will pay for a single room for each employee who is traveling outside the
local area as defined in Section 1.2. Local hotel overnight accommodations are
prohibited.

Adams County will pay the rate arranged for the conference hotel or equivalent.

Hotel accommodations should be charged to the employee’s P-Card.

Receipts will be required for the P-Card Expense Report (see policy 1045).

Employee shall attach a copy of the agenda or business purpose for the
conference/event.

Employees must provide a personal credit card or otherwise pay for any incidental
charges incurred at the hotel that are not specifically authorized in this policy.

If conference/event starts in the morning, it is permissible to fly the day before and stay
at a hotel that evening.

If conference/event ends after 1:00 p.m., it is permissible to stay that evening and fly
home the next day.

Adams County will pay for hotel/conference fees associated with internet use if
necessary for the employee to conduct Adams County business.

The employees may travel with a companion as long as it does not result in any
additional expense to the Adams County.

Adams County will not pay for any extended stays outside of the business purpose.

Airfare shall be reimbursed at actual rates. Receipts for airfare must be attached to the

expense report.

Employees are not expected to travel overnight or arrive unreasonably early or late.

Airfare should be charged to the employee’s P-Card.

Adams County will pay for fees associated with one piece of luggage (unless trip exceeds
one week), early boarding, seat assignment and/or check-in fees.

Bumping

7.7.1. Voluntary —Is not permissible for business purposes.

7.7.2. Involuntary — If an employee is bumped involuntarily the related increased
expenses will be reimbursed by the County to the extent they were not already
covered by the airline. The traveler should be able to prove that the flight
cancellation by the airline was involuntary and document the compensating
arrangements provided by the airline. If no documentation is available from the
airline, then the employee must submit a signed statement explaining the
circumstances surrounding the involuntary bump and attach it to the travel
reimbursement form.

Change in travel plans — If an employee wishes to change travel plans for discretionary

personal reasons, the employee will bear any costs incurred in making those changes. If
the reasons for the change in travel plans are related to business purposes, changes in the
scheduled conference, training or other business purposes outside the employee’s
control, or for verifiable personal emergencies such as urgent family medical problems or
damage to the home, the County will bear the costs for the changes in travel plans.
Traveling companion — If an employee desires to take a traveling companion along on a
business trip, all costs related to the traveling non-employee shall be the personal
responsibility of the employee. Examples include added room fees, additional plane
ticket, shuttle costs, meals, entertainment and other expenses. When making air
reservations, the employee may wish to book both employee and non-employee parties
simultaneously in order to guarantee obtaining the same flight. The employee has two
options: either paying both fares on his or her own personal credit card then filing the
travel reimbursement form timely upon return, or the employee may put the full amount
of their own business travel on the County P-Card and the travel companion’s expense on
a personal credit card.

Voluntary stay over - If an employee decides to arrive early or stay late at the destination
for personal reasons, all costs associated with the extra day(s) will be the responsibility of
the employee and the time shall be recognized as vacation time per Human Resources
guidelines, if applicable, and must be pre-approved time off by the appropriate
supervisor. Examples include lodging, meals, entertainment, phone calls, and other
expenses.

Adams County will pay for reasonable parking at the airport in the most economical lot
possible. ADA considerations are to be discussed with the appropriate supervisor prior to
travel.

Receipts for parking should be submitted with the P-Card Expense Report.

If an Elected Official or Adams County employee elects to travel by automobile rather than
by air, reimbursement shall be limited to that mode of transportation which incurs the
lowest cost to Adams County. Should the employee choose to drive instead of fly and the



cost of driving is higher than the pre-scheduled flight, the County will only reimburse up to

the cost of the flight. Documentation to substantiate the difference in cost must be

preapproved by the employee’s Supervisor and included for reimbursement. Exceptions

may be made by Human Resources for ADA or Medical conditions.

7.13.1. Any Elected Official or Adams County employee electing to utilize the more
expensive mode of travel shall be personally responsible for payment of the
excess amount.

7.13.2. Except for Elected Officials, employees electing to travel by automobile during the
regular work week shall be charged with accrued vacation, or leave without pay
for that time spent enroute in excess of one travel day each way.

Expense Reports provide an accounting of reimbursable expenses including travel,

8.1.1. If all expenses are placed on an Adams County P-Card (see Policy 1045) there is no
need to fill out an expense report.

Personal expenses co-mingled with business expenses on vendor invoices or credit card

receipts must be included on the expense report and then deducted from any
reimbursement and/or repaid by the employee.

8.2.1. When this occurs, the calculation to differentiate between business and personal
expense must be reasonable and clearly documented on the expense report.
Reimbursement Expense Reports shall be submitted to the Finance Department for

The Department Director, Elected Official or Supervisor must review expense reports for

accuracy, thoroughness, and reasonableness, prior to submittal for payment.

8.4.1. When necessary, the determination of the reasonableness of a submitted expense
shall be made by the Adams County Manager, Adams County Attorney, or the
appropriate Elected Official.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: That the Board of County Commissioners approves an agreement with
North Metro Community Services Inc., to provide services and support for Adams County residents with
developmental disabilities.

BACKGROUND:

Colorado counties are authorized to levy up to one mill to purchase services and support for the benefit of
their residents with developmental disabilities, pursuant to C.R.S. § 27-10.5-104(6). Adams County
annually levies 0.257 mills for developmentally disabled services and deposits the funds in the County’s
Developmentally Disabled Fund.

For 2018, the 0.257 mill levy will generate $1,625,230.00 that is available for developmentally disabled
services. Of that amount, the County budgeted $1,267,815.00 from the developmentally disabled mill
levy to be utilized for the benefit of persons with developmental disabilities who reside in Adams County.
The majority of these funds are allocated to North Metro Community Services Inc., without a competitive
process because they are our Community Centered Board organization.

The State of Colorado maintains a list of Community Centered Boards that are designated in statute as the
single entry point for long-term service and support systems for developmentally disabled persons. North
Metro Community Services Inc., a private, non-profit corporation offering these services has been
designated as the Community Centered Board by the Colorado Department of Human Services
(“CDHS™), pursuant to C.R.S. § 27-10.5-105 for Adams County.

Because North Metro Community Services Inc., is the County’s Community Centered Board, the County

annually enters into a contract with them for services and programs for the developmentally disabled
persons in our community.

WHEREAS, the County is authorized to levy up to one mill to purchase services and support for
the benefit of its residents with developmental disabilities, pursuant to C.R.S. § 25.5-10-206(6);

WHEREAS, for Fiscal Year 2018, the County has allocated $1,267,815.00 in revenue from said

RECOMMENDED ACTION: That the Board of County Commissioners approves a proposal award to
MT2 to provide soil remediation and demolition services for the old Sheriff’s Office Shooting Range.

BACKGROUND:

In 2015, Adams County hired Quantum Water Consulting to provide Environmental Site Assessments
for the old Shooting Range located at 14451 Riverdale Road. Working with the Colorado
Department of Public Health & Environment, the County and Quantum Water Consulting have developed
a plan with two phases of remediation: 1) Building Demolition and Soil Remediation, and 2) Landfill
Closure. After remediation is complete, the site will be able to accommodate a small solar farm to allow a
beneficial end use. The first phase of remediation is anticipated to occur late spring 2018, with the second
phase commencing in fall 2018 and lasting into early 2019.

The awarded contractor will be performing building and shooting range demolition, which includes
asbestos abatement and debris removal. In addition, the lead from the shooting ranges will be remediated,
which will involve surficial lead recovery, lead screening of the soil, risk assessment of the soil, treatment
and placement of the soil, and the placement of a temporary cover. Throughout the work on-site the
contractor will be required to comply with all erosion and sediment control permitting, planning, and
installation.

A formal Request for Proposal was posted on Bid Net. Proposals were received on February 6, 2018.
Four firms submitted proposals and were evaluated on the following criteria:
e Professionalism
Understanding the Project
General Project Experience
Similar Project Experience
Project Team

After a thorough analysis, the evaluation committee determined that MT2 was the most qualified,
responsible, and responsive proposer, providing the best value to Adams County. The work to be
performed, specifically the lead remediation, is very specialized and is required to comply with state
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regulations for waste handling and disposal. Based locally in Arvada, Colorado, MT2 has extensive
experience in the cleanup of firing ranges all over the country, while ensuring compliance with safety and
environmental regulations. Due to their extensive experience in this field, MT2 was able to provide a
proposal that illustrates their comprehension of the project scope, a remediation plan that addressed all of
the areas of concern, and the necessary environmental liability insurance to perform the work. The
recommendation is to award an agreement with MT2 to provide soil remediation and demolition services
for the shooting range remediation project, in the not to exceed amount of $420,000.00.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: That the Board of County Commissioners approves Amendment Four to
the agreement with Quantum Water Consulting for the remediation planning of the old Sheriff’s Office
Shooting Range.

BACKGROUND:

Quantum Water Consulting (Quantum) was awarded an agreement in 2015, for consulting services for
remediation planning at the old Sheriff’s Office Shooting Range. Quantum’s initial work scope was to
perform the Environmental Site Assessment, identify the potential work scope, and coordinate
preliminary plans with Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) for eventual
remediation.

Amendment Four is to provide additional services that were not anticipated in the March 18, 2016
estimated budget. In order to perform construction and remediation oversight and the groundwater
monitoring required by the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, an additional
$292,310.00 is being requested.

The project breakdown is as follows:

e Original Contract- awarded in October 2015 is a not-to-exceed agreement of $100,000.00.
o Development of initial work scope and Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
¢ Amendment One- was approved April 29, 2016 for $270,000.00

e Amendment Two- was approved March 7, 2017 for $98,960.00
0 Development of Corrective Action Plan and begin landfill cover design
e Amendment Three- was approved on August 22, 2017 for $165,125.00
o Design of landfill cover for solar panels and required quarterly groundwater testing
¢ Amendment Four- an additional not to exceed amount of $292,310.00 is requested for a new
contract total of $926,395.00
o0 Perform construction, remediation oversight, and additional ground water testing
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Staff recommends the approval of Amendment Four to include the required services for the remediation
planning project of the old Sheriff’s Office Shooting Range with Quantum Water Consulting, in the not to
exceed amount of $292,310.00 for a total contract value of $926,395.00.
