Get a free ride
from A-LIFT. A-LIFT offers transportation to Adams County residents who are mobility 
disabled (regardless of age), or who are 60 years of age and over. Persons needing transportation 
to medical and dental appointments, adult day and respite programs, grocery facilities and/or 
congregate meal sites or personal trips within five miles of residence can qualify for this service.
