According to Adams County Sustainability Coordinator Julia Ferguson, the shredding event will
also include a holiday toy drive for children with developmental disabilities. “This event is not
only a great opportunity to keep yourself safe from identity theft, but also your chance to make a
positive impact on those in need,” said Ferguson.
