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PUBLIC INFORMATION APPROACH  
 
This public information plan offers a process for communicating timely, accurate, and 
useful information to the target audiences in a consistent manner. The goal is to 
develop a two-way flow of information that enhances problem-solving, target, and 
ensure the public is adequately informed and: 

o Endorse the project goals   
o Prepare for impeding work along their street   
o Plan their commute or seek alternative routes or hours to avoid traffic impacts, 

whenever possible   
 

The Public Information Officer (PIO) will develop a citizen list encompassing all five 
project areas and will work with the County Core Team to obtain an initial email list 
ahead of the project start date. The PIO and will maintain it updated to send out the 
information directly to interested citizens, businesses, and other stakeholders, who 
have requested information. 
  
The PIO will be available every working day and on-call upon the request of the Project 
Team, accessible via cell phone. 
  
The PIO will attend the preconstruction meeting and will be available for all other 
meetings. The PIO will discuss project progress, stakeholder concerns, and present 
the communication efforts to inform the community about project impacts. 
  

o Project Contact Information and Stakeholder Response Time   
During the project, the PIO will be available on every working day, accessible and on-
call by cell phone during working hours, and available upon the Core County Team's 
request at other than regular working hours. 
  
The PIO will set up a project phone line and email address to maintain open 
communication with affected stakeholders. The project phone line's answering 
machine shall provide a regularly updated message concerning the forthcoming 
activities on the project and will allow callers to record messages.  The PIO will 
respond to callers and email inquiries by the end of the day (same-day response). 
  
The PIO will keep a logbook of all calls, including the contact name, date of contact 
and response, the contact's comments, and the actions required for resolution. This 
call log will be provided to the Core County Team every Monday by noon.

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o Communication Methods – Notifications   
Following the County approved public notification methods, the PIO will maintain 
communications with businesses and residences, commuters, and local government 
entities that are directly adjacent to and affected by the project, or that express 
interest in being informed. The communication methods include the following.    
  

o Public Meeting   
This Adams County project requires two (two) neighborhood meetings ahead of the 
project start date. Due to the COVID-19 outbreak and the implementation of the 
statewide safer-at-home with limitations to social gathering and the social distancing 
guidelines, the recommendation is to host the virtual neighborhood meetings.  
 
The meetings would be divided into two phases to ensure residents and businesses 
impacted in all five project areas are notified adequately and in a time-sensitive 
manner.  Invitations will be sent electronically to critical stakeholders and via mail to 
residents and businesses in the impacted areas. 
 

• Meeting Schedule  
The initial meeting would be scheduled for the last week of June, and the follow up 
meeting in August, prior to activities in area 4.  
 

• Meeting Platform  
The online platform Zoom is the preferred option to host this virtual meeting. The 
platform can host up to 100 participants at each meeting, with screen sharing 
features.   
 

• Meeting Format  
The meeting would last 1 hour, with a 10-min introduction period and waiting for more 
participants, followed by a 30-min slide presentation, and a 20-min question and 
answers session.  
 
Adams County and Martin Marietta will approve the web platform for the meeting. The 
Project Public Information will prepare a quick presentation (slide deck) to address most 
citizen's questions and create the opportunity for discussion with the project technical team 
(Contractor and County Core Team).   
 
Additionally, critical project information, including the project schedule and maps, as well as 
the recap of the presentation, should be made available to the public via the project 
website. 
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o Preconstruction Notification   
Considering the five different project areas and their demographic profile, the PIO 
recommends the distribution of door hangers and flyers to communicate with the 
different audiences. 
 
In residential areas, the PIO will work with Martin Marietta to the door hangers with 
72-hour notices to inform residents of impending work along their street.   In 
commercial or mixed-use areas, the PIO will distribute a flyer via mail.   
 
The flyers and door hangers will be prepared in English and Spanish, with language to 
inform businesses and residents of construction activities that will be occurring, 
detailing the upcoming traffic impacts and parking restrictions, and request increased 
awareness when traveling through the work area.

o Work Description and Traffic Impacts  
o Working Hours   
o County and Owner Logo   
o Public Information Contact (Email and Phone)  
o County Statement: If problems or concerns arise that the Contractor is not

o Regular Project Updates (County Website)   

The PIO will provide weekly project updates to the County Core Team and the County 
Digital Manager to keep the project website page current.  The weekly report will 
include: 

o Work accomplished for the current week and the activities anticipated for the 
proceeding week  

o Streets impacted and expected traffic/pedestrian impacts   
o Change in work schedule, etc.  
o Percentage of work completed 

  
The PIO will submit the website update to the County Core Team on Thursdays by 
noon, every week. 
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o Project Updates and Emergency    

If unforeseen changes or an emergency arises from the project that will impact the 
community, the PIM will immediately contact the County Project Manager or the 
County Construction Manager to formulate an appropriate message concerning the 
situation.    
  
Once approved by the project manager or construction manager, the PIM will 
immediately send this message to the Core County Team and discuss/coordinate the 
message distribution to all relevant and impacted stakeholders.
